Students will be selected for the class on the basis of:
•	exhibiting superior skills in Key Learning Areas, particularly 
Literacy and Numeracy
•	teacher recommendation based on student performance
•	current achievement aligned to stage outcomes
•	achievement levels in NAPLAN Testing (if appropriate)
•	results from standardised aptitude testing
All students will complete the OLSAT standardised test 
under the supervision Mrs Robyn Reeves. 
A committee will make the final decision about the students 
in the class.
You will receive a letter if your child has been nominated by 
a teacher for an enrichment class and you will need to sign 
it acknowledging the nomination of your child so as to give 
permission for he/she to be included in the testing process 
for the 2018 classes. 
It is very important that you adhere to the dates on 
information that is sent home.
If you believe that your child should be considered for 
placement in the enrichment class for 2018 please discuss 
this option with your child’s class teacher and then complete 
the form below and return it to Mrs Reeves by Tuesday 31st 
October.
